BEHAVIOUR POLICY

Aims

1. To improve pupil behaviour. 
2. To facilitate a climate for learning.
3. To motivate pupils into becoming better learners.
4. To support the learning environment. 

Objectives
	
1. By treating indiscipline as a potential Special Educational Need (SEN).
2. By using a referral system incorporating the Head of Department (HOD).
3. By reinforcing behaviour through a reward sanction system.
4. By clarifying expectations about pupil behaviour.
5. By celebrating good behaviour.
6. Reinforcing pupil responsibility for their own behaviour.

Strategies

1. When the referral system breaks down and departments find it increasingly necessary to involve HOY. Serious consideration should be given, in consultation with the Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO), to the identification of the pupil as having a Special Educational Need. 
2. The HOD should first be consulted by subject teachers in case of indiscipline. The Head of Year (HOY) is involved if the incident is at level 3 of the behaviour flow chart. The Senior Management Team (SMT) will generally be involved if the issue is at level 4 or 5 of the behaviour chart.
3. Detentions are used by the subject teacher in the first instance and subsequently the HOD/HOY depending on the level of support.
4. By using the e-portal system to record incidents and action taken.
5. The school uses form tutor, Subject, Head of Year and Key Stage reports to monitor progress and behaviour.
6. Making effective use of the school’s Learning Support Unit (LSU) to minimise both fixed-term and permanent exclusions.
7. The reward sanction system should be used as a guideline for reinforcing good behaviour and for treating indiscipline.
8. General expectations regarding behaviour should be reinforced by senior and middle management through the hidden curriculum, e.g. school and year councils, assemblies, Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) and pupil interactions.
9. Governors could be informally used to issue a warning about behaviour in exceptional circumstances, e.g. when a student is at serious risk of permanent exclusion.
10. Good behaviour will be celebrated publicly including at prize giving and in assemblies.
11. Wherever possible to place our trust in pupils to be responsible for their own behaviour. This can be underlined by for example consulting on school behaviour policy, with pupils at the year and school councils. 
 

SCHOOL RULES 

GENERAL: 
Pupil’s, must, at all times behave sensibly, courteously and with consideration for others, both in and out of school. Girls should use the Bromley Street entrance. Boys should enter the school by the West  playground in Copley Street.

ATTENDANCE: 
Pupils must be regular and punctual in attendance at school as follows:

			8.40am - 1.15pm   Morning Session
			1.45pm - 2.50pm    Afternoon Session

Students arriving to registration after 8.40am or 1.45pm are deemed as late. Students arriving late in the morning must sign in at Reception.

UNIFORM: 
All students must wear full and correct uniform. Each article of clothing should be clearly marked with the owner’s name. Students in Key Stage 3 are permitted to wear a jumper under their blazer or a coat over their blazer. They cannot wear a jumper or coat instead of their blazer. 

MOVEMENT: 
Pupils must move quietly about the corridors and staircases at all times, keeping to the right hand side. They may not run along corridors or staircases.

TOILETS: 
Pupils may not loiter in cloakrooms or toilets. It is forbidden for more than one person to be in a cubicle at any one time. Pupils should use the toilets at break and lunchtime, reducing lesson time use to a minimum. If a student has to leave a lesson to go to the toilet a note of this must be recorded in their planner.


BREAKS: 
Pupils may not be in a form room during break or the dinner hour on fine days unless a member of staff is present. When the weather is bad, pupils will remain in the areas assigned in an orderly manner, except for visits to the toilet. (Only Year 12 and 13 pupils are allowed to leave the premises at break and lunch time).

ABSENCE: 
Leave of absence can be given for the pupil’s own illness or for other medical treatment. In all other cases a note must be brought in beforehand. In cases of illness the note must be brought on the pupil’s return to school. Alternatively Parents/Carers may call the school on the day of absence. A student leaving school to attend a medical appointment or for any other reason should ring home from reception before leaving the premises. If a child is marked absent the school uses the automated phone service provided by Truancy Call to notify parents.

DETENTION: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Detentions for breaches of discipline may be held after school (from 2.50pm to 3.20pm). Prior notification is given to parents of children required to do detention to inform them of the fact and warn them that they will be late home. Pupils may be held without such notification for up to half an hour after school.
Students may have to attend detentions beyond 30 minutes. On occasions students who have been involved in serious incidents will be detained up to 5.45p.m. 

MEDICAL: 
In non-emergency cases students may only use the Medical room if referred by Head of Year or a member of SMT.

LATES: 
Any child arriving late must report to the Reception immediately on arrival for registration of attendance and will also serve a lunch time detention.

LOST PROPERTY: 
Lost property may be claimed from the Premises Manager at the end of the afternoon session. Property found must be handed to a teacher or to the Premises Manager.  The school accepts no responsibility for the loss of any article. Money and other articles of value which have to be brought to school should be kept on the pupil  or given to a teacher to look after.

DAMAGE: 
All damage to school property must be reported at once to a member of staff. Willful damage may be charged to the pupil responsible.


TRAVELLING: 
Pupils using public transport or moving about the streets should behave in such a way as to bring credit to the school. If a student behaves outside of school in a way that is likely to damage the reputation of Sir John Cass Red Coat school he/she will be subject to the school’s disciplinary procedures.

LITTER: 
Form rooms and playgrounds must be kept tidy at all times. All litter must be placed in the bins provided. Students caught dropping litter will be put in detention and may be required to complete school community service as part of the sanction.

EXITS: 
No pupils may leave the premises during school hours without permission from the Headteacher, a senior member of staff or a Head of Year. No students are permitted to exit through the Walter Terrace exit of the school.

SMOKING: 
Pupils and all adults are forbidden to smoke on or around the school premises.

OFFENSIVE WEAPONS: 
No pupil may have a knife or offensive weapon in his or her possession. Nor may they possess or wear objects or materials likely to damage persons or property.

BICYCLES: 
Pupils who bring bicycles to school must provide and use safety locks. Bicycles may not be ridden on the school premises.

CHEWING GUM: 
Pupils should not chew gum on school premises or at any time during school hours.

JEWELLERY:
Pupils are not permitted to wear any jewellery other than a watch. This includes all earrings/studs.

LIFTS: 
Only staff are allowed to use the school lift. On rare occasions a student may be authorised to use the lift for medical reasons. If this is the case the student will have a note from a senior member of staff and will wait at the lift for a member of staff who is willing to accompany them to the floor they wish to go to.


HOMEWORK: 
Homework should be completed and handed in on time.

MOBILE PHONES, PERSONAL STEREOS AND MP3 PLAYERS: 
These may not be used in school. They will be confiscated and kept securely  for collection by parents or guardians. The school will not be responsible for investigating the theft of mobile phones, or other valuable items, that should not have been brought into school.

· Any pupil using a mobile phone will have it confiscated.
· Confiscations will be kept in the school safe.
· Confiscations will always be returned by a Head of Year or a senior member of staff to parents or legal guardians.



SCHOOL BEHAVIOUR POLICY 

The aim of the Behaviour Policy is to create a happy school which encourages effective learning. It is based on the principle that all pupils and all adults at Sir John Cass Redcoat are valued equally. Everyone in the school should therefore:

· feel safe

· be treated with respect

· think of the safety of others

· help their teachers to teach well

· support the learning of other students

· look after the classrooms and buildings

· respect the property of other people

· care for the reputation of the school

CLASSROOM CODE 

Everyone should come to each lesson prepared to do their best. No one should do anything to prevent other pupils from learning. To help other pupils and the teacher you should always:

1. Get to your lesson on time.

2. Wait quietly for your teacher to arrive. Enter the class in a sensible way.

3. Settle quickly and take off coats; put bags on the floor.

4. Arrive with the right equipment for the lesson.

5. Listen carefully when the teacher is talking.

6. Put up your hand to ask or answer a question and wait to be invited to speak by the teacher.

7. Listen carefully to others and respect what they say.

8. Talk to each other sensibly about the work, without shouting.

9. Help each other with difficult learning tasks.

10. Respect each other’s work and efforts.

11. Ask your teacher when you need help. Wait your turn quietly.

12. Only move about the class when you really need to and not when your teacher is talking.

13. Share equipment and materials sensibly.

14. Keep classrooms tidy.

15. If you are ever delayed in or out of a lesson, make sure you have a note of explanation in your planner. 

16. Wait for your teacher to tell you to pack away and be dismissed.

17. Leave the classroom sensibly.

DETENTIONS

Individual staff wishing to detain children after school may do so for up to half an hour on the day of the offence. For any longer period of detention, the parents or guardians must be informed in advance. An immediate detention is often an effective way of dealing with lateness. In their own interest, staff are advised to discuss a proposed detention with the Head of Year or Form Tutor concerned, both of whom are ready to give assistance.

Staff are also advised not to detain a single child after school in a disciplinary situation where no-one else is present. It would be appropriate to set a specific task to be completed in the detention which is related to the offence committed or the work which may have been missed in class. The door of a classroom must never be locked whilst children are inside, whether or not a teacher is in the room.
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
