8.45a.m. for session One (Periods 1&2) 

11.05a.m. for session Two (Periods 3&4) 

1.30p.m. for session Three (Period 5) – Lunch will be at 1.05pm these days. 

When pupils have a period 5 examination it is likely they will be dismissed from school later than 3p.m.
